All letters presented to the Consulate from India and/or Brazil must have the name, designation

department and contact number. The cover letter should introduce the company viz. what they
deal with and the purpose of the visit and duration of stay.

Visa Fee — Rs.3,600/- (subject to change) strictly in the form of a local Pay Order (Mumbai) /
Demand Draft in favor of “Consulate General of Brazil” payable at Mumbai
Applicant should come personally to obtain the visa. If the application is sent through any other
means then an additional consular fee of Rs.600/- will be charged.
Interview with Consular Authority, if required.

OBS :

Business visa holders are prohibited from engaging (1) in any paid activities (2) in any activity that
Involves the provision of services, including intra company (3) from working on a ship operating
offshore or freighted for sabotage navigation in Brazil or Brazilian territorial waters.

w Individaals involved in installation, service and/or repair of equipments, technical/Electronic

assistance in Brasil do not qualify for a business Visa Type II, but require a Temporary Visa

Type V.

The requirements listed should not, in any way, be considered all inclusive. The Brazilian Consular
section processing the visa reserves the right to apply additional requirements when they are deemed
necessary.

Visas processing takes at least three working days from the day of submission.

All photocopies submitted must be clear, legible and valid

Applicants are advised to obtain the international (Yellow Fever) vaccination certificates.

First arrival in Brazil must take place within 90 days from the date of issuance of the visa. This visa
is good for multiple entries during the period of its validity.

In addition to the above, US passport holders must also pay a processing fee of Rs.7800 /- in
reciprocity for an identical fee paid by Brazilian citizens who apply for a Visa to the US.
